Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight
and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us,
looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set before
him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne
of God. Consider him who endured such hostility against himself from sinners, so that you may not
grow weary or lose heart.

Hebrews 12:1-3 (NRSV)

A Cloud of Witnesses

All Saints’ Day is a day to remember the Saints who have influenced our lives of faith. On this day we
remember people who have acted as road signs for us -- pointing the way of faith.

In the letter to the Hebrews, Paul lists people of faith who influenced the people of Israel on its way. He
describes these Saints as "A Great Cloud Of Witnesses" which daily surrounds us. These are the Saints’ who
have touched our lives.

So, what is a Saint? Maybe this story can help us.

A boy went to church on Sunday with his Grandfather. The church had beautiful stained-glass windows. His
grandfather told him that the windows contained pictures of St. Matthew, St. Mark, St. Luke, St. John, St.
Paul, and many other saints.

When the boy got home, the boy’s father asked, "What is a saint?" The boy thought for a minute and replied,
"A saint is someone the light shines through."

That is a good definition of a Saint. Saints are not perfect nor are they sinless, boring or dull. They are
human beings through which we see the light of faith. They are those who might’ve introduced us to Christ
and who have led lives of faith that let us see the light of Christ.

The question on All Saints’ Day is “Who are your saints? Who are the people in your life who let the light
of God shine through them for you to see?

For me, two people come readily to mind. The first is my mentor priest the Rev. Jacob David. Jacob guided
me as | accepted Christ. He encouraged me in my faith. He saw something in me that | wasn't even able to
see. He helped me answer the call to preach and to be a priest.

Another great influence for me in these past 5 years is a great steward of our church, Mrs. Edward T.
Dobbins, who was integral for erecting our Dobbin’s chapel in our cemetery in 1879. Her desire, as
described in our History of St. Andrew’s Church, was to help the living who were left behind to be reminded
by a visual symbol that their loved ones were asleep in the presence of the house of God. Mrs. Dobbins has
left a legacy for us, a legacy of faith that affirms St. Andrew’s faith in resurrection hope. And each time we
celebrate Eucharist on this hallowed ground we are reminded of the legacy of faith and love that Mrs.
Dobbins left behind.
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There is a second question that needs to be answered by us on All Saints’ Day-- "Whose Saint are you?"
Friends, your life of faith and my life of faith have a huge influence on others. We don't know who is
watching or who is modeling their life and faith after ours.

All Saints’Day reminds us that not only is there a Great Cloud of Witnesses for us, but that we are a part of
the Great Cloud of Witnesses for others.

As Saints we too leave a legacy of faith. We are reminded that we are the glass that people see the light of
Christ. How do we want to be remembered? Are we good stewards of the light of Christ? How have we
passed on this light to our children, our grandchildren, our friends, our neighbors, indeed our world? How
have we contributed to the cause of Christ? How have we enabled the legacy of the faith to be passed on to
the present generation and the generations to follow?

May our people in our future say that they have seen the light of Christ through us and may God be pleased
as we too enter that Great Cloud of Witnesses.

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A LETTER FROM BISHOP COUNCELL

October 21, 2011
Dear Friends in Christ,
Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

I write to inform you that, after prayer and consultation with family, friends and
advisors, I intend to resign the office of Bishop of New Jersey and retire in the fall of
2013.

Please be assured that no crisis or sudden deterioration in my health has driven me to
this decision. By the grace of our God I plan to continue to serve as your Bishop for at
least the next two years -that is, until I complete ten years in this ministry and reach
the age of sixty-four. Since the process leading to the call and consecration of a new
bishop usually takes eighteen to twenty-four months, I hereby call for the election of
the Twelfth Bishop of New Jersey. Note that this call is for the election of a diocesan
bishop to succeed me immediately upon her or his consecration and not for a
coadjutor bishop.

I have informed our Presiding Bishop of these plans and the Standing Committee and I
have recently consulted with the Rt. Rev. F. Clayton Matthews, Bishop for Pastoral
Development Guided by our Constitution and Canons and with such help and
consultation as the Standing Committee may seek from the Office of Pastoral
Development, we are beginning an orderly transition to a new chapter in the history of
our Diocese under the care of a new chief shepherd. Information about next steps in
the episcopal election process will soon be forthcoming from the Standing Committee.

My heart is filled with gratitude to God and to the Church for calling me to be your
Bishop eight years ago. It has been both more challenging and more blessed than I
could have ever imagined. I look forward to these next two years with you all as we
love and follow Jesus Christ together and continue "Right Onward" in mission for His
sake.

Lord, in your mercy, make New Jersey new. Amen.

We ask you to push
back the horizons of our hope, and to push us into the future in strength, courage,
hope and love.
