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Welcome Home!! 
On the evening of that first day of the week, when the disciples were together, with the doors locked for fear of the 

Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace be with you!"  After he said this, he showed them his 

hands and side. The disciples were overjoyed when they saw the Lord. 

John 20: 19-20 

 

Check out the church ads on the religion page of the Saturday edition of most city newspapers and you will 

find impressive sounding places of worship. There, churches boast of their choirs, their friendliness, their 

powerful preaching, their singles’ ministries, their ample parking, their family life centers, their sensitive 

child care, and their compassionate spirit. Some churches seem to have it all. 

Other churches by contrast have nothing. For example, the church from the Gospel of John in the above 

passage is the disciples gathered together after the resurrection.  It is an image of the church at the 

beginning. It is not a very pretty picture. Remember, Jesus had carefully prepared his disciples to be a 

devoted and confident fellowship of faith. They were to be a community of love with doors wide open but 

here we find them scared behind doors bolted shut. They were to be the kind of people who would stride 

boldly into the world in Jesus' name, a people full of the Holy Spirit doing great works. But in this scripture 

we see the church at its worst -- scared, hopeless and defensive.  

John's gospel gives a picture of a church with nothing - no plan, no promise, no program, no perky youth 

ministry, no powerful preaching, no parking lot, nothing. In fact, when all is said and done, this terrified 

little band huddled in the corner of a room with a chair braced against the door has only one thing going for 

it: the risen Christ. And that seems to be the main point of this story. Friends, this is a story about how the 

risen Christ pushed open the bolted door of a church with nothing, and how the risen Christ enters the 

fearful chambers of every church and fills the place with his own life. 

On September 1lth, St. Andrew’s will be celebrating Welcome Back Sunday at both the 8am and 10am 

services.  Our big red church doors will be open again for those returning from summer vacation and for 

people who are looking for a spiritual home. We will celebrate our reunion and we will celebrate that God 

pushes our doors open to do God’s work boldly.   God’s spirit resides at St. Andrew’s Church.  May you 

come back home to find a place that gives you courage, joy and hope to do God’s work in the world!

The information concerning the family's income and expenses is then provided to the Society board members who 

meet every Tuesday at 7pm.  

ADVOCATES: 

Advocates assist the guests in filling out different forms and in navigating systems like the Welfare and Social Security Offices. 

 

DELIVERY SERVICES: 

Drivers are needed to deliver food to the homebound families, pick up food from the food bank and from other people and agencies who do
